The LMCP retrofit kits provide a simple upgrade
option to existing WattStopper Lighting Integrator
and other legacy relay panels (GE and Horton
Controls SWC, SWS, SWSP and TLC panels). The
kit is compatible with several common lighting
relays, including HDR, RR7, and RR9. With the
intelligence cards, the panel is fully compatible
with the DLM technology platform and enables an
optional MS/TP network.

Operation

Legacy panels are easily retrofitted with the LMCP
kit assemblies; the legacy interior items are
removed and the new LMRD and LMPI| assembly
components of the retrofit kit are installed. Legacy
relays and power supply remain intact. The

retrofit components provide identical grouping
functionality via smartwiring so that relays can be
grouped by pushbutton programming. Relays and
groups can be also be configured via an LMCT-100
Configuration Tool (version 5.14, or higher). Relays
in each LMCP retrofit panel can be assigned to up
to 99 automation groups in any combination. Each
group can respond to unique scheduled events
and light/dark photocell operations set up via an
LMCT-100. A group can also respond to schedules
sent from a Segment Manager or BACnet-enabled
building automation system (BAS).

While control using a DLM Segment Manager would
be ideal for many applications, multiple retrofit
panels may be networked together for global
control operation without a Segment Manager

or BAS. The LMCP retrofit kit provides a native-
BACnet integration solution via BACnet MS/TP.
Relay, group, and control device status, including
occupancy sensor status, are available as BACnet
objects. When a WattStopper Segment Manager is
used, it automatically recognizes LMCP panels and
maps them to the browser-based user interface so
configuration requires minimal additional setup.

Applications

LMCP retrofit panel kits provide effective, code-
compliant control of building exterior lighting as
well as larger interior areas. Typical applications
for scheduled control, where legacy panels

are often used, include office building lobbies,
corridors, loading docks, etc., as well as school
gymnasiums, common areas and hallways. LMCP
retrofit panels are well-suited for replacing legacy
panels near existing branch circuit breakers, and
the new capability to configure digital switch and
sensor devices and load parameters enables a
system to execute complex operational sequences.
